All local, state and federal regulations must be observed, including 

the City of Paris Fire Code and Texas Outdoor Burning Rules (30 Texas Administration Code, Chapter 111, and 

Subchapter B.) Fires must be supervised at all times. Only, brush and limbs can be burned in the City of Paris. All 

burn areas shall be at least 500 feet from any structures. 

Applicant hereby agrees to accept full responsibility for any damage or loss, resulting from improper control of the 

fire. Applicant further agrees to never leave a fire at any time, until the fire is completely extinguished. At anytime 

during the burn the fire department receives a complaint regarding the open burning the fire department has the 

authority to extinguish the fire.
